
Stark County Board Meeting Minutes

February 8th, 2022
The Stark County Board met in the Courthouse and remotely for the February 8th Board Meeting at 6:30 pm. Chairman Curry called the meeting to order. Roll call shows Howes, Loane, Nowlan, and Curry physically present and Bush remotely present. Absent were McMillen and Stone. Chairman Curry established that a quorum was present. Mr. Nowlan made a motion to allow Ms. Bush to participate remotely with a second from Mr. Howes with all present voting aye, motion carried. Chairman Curry led the Pledge of Allegiance.

6) The Castleton well situation was once again discussed. After a lengthy discussion, a motion was made by Mr. Nowlan to issue $5000 in ARPA funds for engineering purposes.  This was contingent on the formal approval of the Henry County OEM as an allowable expenditure and the reformation of the Castleton Water Association. The motion was seconded by Mr. Loane with all present voting aye, motion carried.
