
Stark County Board Meeting Minutes

December 14th, 2021
The Stark County Board met in the Courthouse for the December 14th Board Meeting at 6:30 pm. Chairman Curry called the meeting to order. Roll call shows Howes, Loane, McMillen, and Curry present. Absent were Stone, Nowlan, and Bush. Chairman Curry established that a quorum was present, and Mr. Howes led the Pledge of Allegiance.
Motion made by Mr. Howes with a second by Mr. McMillen to approve the agenda with all present voting aye, motion carried.

Motion made by Mr. Loane to approve the minutes from the November 9th, 2021, meeting and seconded by Mr. Howes with all present voting aye, motion carried.

Motion made by Mr. McMillen to approve the minutes from the November 30th, 2021, special meeting and seconded by Mr. Loane with all present voting aye, motion carried.

2) Legislative/Economic Development-None
3) Health Board-In the absence of Ms. Bush, Chairman Curry gave the Health Board report. A record number of positive COVID-19 cases reported in the County. Less than 6% of those cases were from fully vaccinated individuals. Dr. Haas is retiring from the Health Board, and they are looking for a replacement in the dental profession to replace him.

8) Finance-The monthly bills were presented for approval. After discussion a motion was made by Mr. Howes with a second from Mr. Loane to approve the payment of the bills with all present voting aye, motion carried.

Highway Report
County Engineer Giffin presented his report to the board. The MFT database is now complete and up to date. They are moving forward with the sign inventory project. All three trucks underwent mandatory DOT testing. A guardrail had to be replaced due to graffiti. A company has been hired to do tree trimming in the County. One of the trucks has a transmission issue and options are still being explored for the new building.
Finance Report

Treasurer Leezer gave the finance report. She reported the ARPA account currently has $88,891 in funds available for requests from the first installment. The hope is to update the website using ARPA funds. The county public defender is now considered a county employee. Utilities are over for the month, but the year to date is fine. Sheriff salaries are slightly over, and the County Clerk is over on election supplies, but an expected reimbursement from the State will remedy this. Probation salary reimbursements have been received. 
Sheriff's Report

The first joint meeting of the ETSB board with Peoria County is next month and things are moving along for the E911 implementation. 
New Business

1) The ongoing Castleton well issue was the first item up for discussion. Residents of the town and their attorney Andy Keyt addressed the board. Several options for a solution were presented. After a very lengthy discussion, it was decided to form a committee comprised of two Board Members, two Penn Township members, and two Castleton residents to address these issues and adopt a plan for moving forward. 
2) A resolution to adopt the 2021-2022 meeting dates was presented. Mr. McMillen made a motion to approve the resolution with a second from Mr. Howes with all present voting aye, motion carried. 
3) A resolution to appoint Tom McMahill to the Planning Commission was presented. Mr. Howes made a motion to approve the appointment with a second from Mr. Loane with all present voting aye, motion carried. 
4) The yearly State’s Attorney Appellate Prosecutor resolution was presented. Mr. Howes made a motion to approve the resolution with a second from Mr. McMillen with all present voting aye, motion carried.

5) An MFT resolution for Sec# 22-00000-00-GM was presented. Mr. Howes made a motion to approve the resolution with a second from Mr. McMillen with all present voting aye, motion carried. 

6) A law library fee resolution was presented. Mr. McMillen made a motion to approve the resolution with a second from Mr. Loane with all present voting aye, motion carried.

At 8:35 pm board member Howes made a motion to enter executive session before discussion of the ETSB appointments. Mr. McMillen seconded the motion, and the board then entered an executive session. 
At 8:49 pm Mr. Howes made a motion to reopen the regular meeting with a second from
Mr. McMillen with all present voting aye, motion carried.

7) A resolution to appoint Sheriff Sloan to the joint ETSB board was presented. Mr. McMillen made a motion to approve the resolution with a second from Mr. Loane with all present voting aye, motion carried.

8) A resolution to appoint Jason Musselman to the joint ETSB board was presented. Mr. Howes made a motion to table the item with a second from Mr. McMillen with all present voting aye, action tabled.

At 8:51 pm Mr. Howes made a motion to adjourn the meeting with a second from Mr. McMillen with all present voting aye, meeting adjourned.
