
Stark County Board Meeting Minutes

July 11th, 2023
The Stark County Board met in the Courthouse for the July 11th Board Meeting at 6:30 pm. Roll call shows Howes, Schaffer, Loane, Wilson, Orwig, Nowlan, McMillen, and Bush present. A quorum was established, and Mr. Nowlan led the Pledge of Allegiance.
Mr. Nowlan made a motion to approve the agenda with a second from Mr. Howes with all present voting aye, motion carried.

No public comment. 

A motion was made by Mr. Howes to approve the minutes from the June 13th board meeting with a second by Mr. Loane with 7 ayes and 1 abstain, motion carried.
Committee Reports

Police-None
Legislative-Mr. Howes mentioned a new House Bill that changes how rental property improvements by owners are now reported at the county level instead of the state level. 
Economic Development-Mr. Orwig reported that Wyanet Locker would be willing to stock a satellite store in the county if space is located and coolers and/or freezers are provided. 
Health Board-Ms. Bush reported that the Henry/Stark County Health Department Board will be voting at the next meeting to create a budget to disperse grant money to bring medical services to the county. 
Road & Bridge-None
Finance-The monthly bills were presented for approval. After discussion, a motion was made by Mr. Nowlan with a second from Mr. Howes to approve the payment of the bills with all present voting aye, motion carried.

The only issue reported was the overages on salaries due to this month having three pay periods. 
Highway Report
The North Valley Bridge project has started, and the road has been closed for this project. There was quite a bit of cleanup needed after several storms went through the county last month. Engineer Giffin will be coordinating with The Illinois Commerce Commission to do repairs on both railroad crossings in the county. The new Highway Department public information and permitting portal is now live on the website. Excess rock and slag have been moved back to the highway department facilities. The new gravel reclaimer attachment for the grader has arrived.

1) A resolution to reappoint Glenn Miller, MD to the Health Board was presented for approval. Mr. Howes made the motion to approve the resolution with a second from Mr. Loane with all present voting aye, motion carried.
2) An ordinance to allow UTV vehicles on county roads was presented. Several items needed to be addressed in the ordinance including the type of permit, who would issue the permit, permit location, and the price of the permit among other things. After discussion and approval of the changes, the ordinance was tabled to give the State’s Attorney time to make the revisions and for the board to review. The revised ordinance will be on the agenda next month for approval.
3) A resolution for the North Valley Bridge was presented for approval. Mr. Nowlan made a motion to approve the resolution with a second from Mr. Orwig with all present voting aye, motion carried. 
At 7:30 pm Mr. Nowlan made a motion to adjourn the meeting with a second from Mr. McMillen with all present voting aye, meeting adjourned.
