
Stark County Board Meeting Minutes

September 14th, 2021
The Stark County Board met in the Courthouse for the September 14th Board Meeting at 6:30 pm. Vice-Chairman Bush called the meeting to order. Roll call shows Howes, Loane, McMillen, Stone, and Bush present. Vice-Chairman Bush established that a quorum was present, and then led the Pledge of Allegiance. 
Motion made by Mr. Loane with a second by Mr. McMillen to approve the agenda with all present voting aye, motion carried.

During the public comment portion, Amanda King from rural Toulon introduced herself to the board as the Stark County coordinator for the Darren Bailey for Governor campaign. She informed them of a meet and greet planned for November 13th at the Orwig Auction and Event Center. 
A motion was made by Mr. McMillen to approve the minutes from the August 10th, 2021, meeting and seconded by Mr. Howes with all present voting aye, motion carried.

Committee Reports

1) Police-Mr. Loane informed the board that union contract negotiations have begun.
2) Legislative/Economic Development-Mr. Howes reported he had the opportunity last month to speak with Congressman Darrin LaHood and State Senator Win Stoller.
3) Health Board-Ms. Bush reported that the behavioral health services at the Health Department are up and running. The Health Department is working on a quote using American Rescue Plan Act (ARPA) funds for the telemental health services for Stark County jail detainees. 
4) Judicial-Mr. Howes asked for an update on the Run, Hide, & Fight training. State’s Attorney Campion said the training is scheduled for October 6th at 9 am. 
5) Building/Grounds-None
6) Road/Bridge-None
7) Building Compliance Sub-Committee-Mr. Howes was able to meet Governor Pritzker at the Illinois State Fair and he asked him for a sit-down meeting to discuss the much-needed building addition to the courthouse and other infrastructure needs. 
8) Finance-The monthly bills were presented for approval. After discussion a motion was made by Mr. Loane with a second from Ms. Stone to approve the payment of the bills with all present voting aye, motion carried.

Highway Report
Due to being out with COVID last month, County Engineer Giffin did not have a prepared report for the County. He did report that the MFT is complete, and they are repairing several soft spots on County roads. The little shed has also been sided. 
Finance Report

Treasurer Leezer gave the finance report and updated the Board on ARPA funds status. It appears that everything has been completed correctly and hopefully the funds are deposited in a few days. She will let Chairman Curry and Vice-Chairman Bush know when the funds become available.
Sheriff's Report

Sheriff Sloan asked if the Highway Department could seal coat, stripe parking spots at the courthouse parking lot, and turn a grassy area into more parking. He gave an update on the E911 progress and it appears we will be joining the Peoria County ESTB with the dispatching still coming from the Sheriff’s Office. It will be a year and a half before they are up and running. 
New Business

1) A resolution to maintain the confidentiality of executive session minutes was presented. A motion was made by Mr. Loane to approve the resolution with a second from Mr. Howes with all present voting aye, motion carried.
2) An intergovernmental agreement with the Henry County Health Department was presented for approval. A motion was made by Mr. Howes to approve the agreement with a second from Mr. McMillen with all present voting aye, motion carried.
3) A resolution to appoint Mr. McMillen to the Central Illinois Agency on Aging was presented. Mr. Loane made a motion to approve the appointment with a second from Mr. Howes with four ayes and one abstain, motion carried.
Before adjournment, Mr. Howes asked fellow Board member, Ms. Stone, if she would be willing to take over his duties as the Board appointee to the Tri-County Opportunities Council. Mr. Howes will get her more information on the responsibilities of the appointment.
At 7:01 pm a motion was made by Mr. Loane to adjourn the meeting with a second from Ms. Stone with all present voting aye, meeting adjourned.
