
Stark County Board Meeting Minutes

May 11th, 2021
The Stark County Board met remotely and in the Courthouse for the May 11th Board Meeting at 6:30 pm. Chairman Curry called the meeting to order. Roll call shows Howes, Loane, Nowlan, Bush, McMillen, Stone, and Curry physically present. Chairman Curry established that a quorum was present, and newly appointed board member Stone led the Pledge of Allegiance. 
A motion was made by Mrs. Bush and seconded by Mr. Howes to approve the agenda with all present voting aye, motion carried.

There were no public comments.

A motion was made by Mr. Nowlan and seconded by Mr. McMillen to approve the April 14th, 2021, meeting minutes with 6 ayes and 1 abstains, motion carried.  
Committee Reports

1) Police-None
2) Legislative/Economic Development-Mr. Howes presented updated plans for a potential new building.  He has contacted Representative Stoller’s office for financial assistance to help offset the cost of having architectural plans prepared.
3) Health Board-Mrs. Bush informed the board that the FDA has approved the Pfizer vaccine for ages 12 and up.  She expects the Henry/Stark County Health Department to have an announcement regarding this soon. 
4) Judicial-Mr. Howes has contacted the States Attorney and Judge about a potential meeting to go over the plans for a new building and to offer any input they may have.  They will also discuss the upcoming Run, Hide & Fight training. 
5) Building/Grounds-Installation of the panic buttons and security cameras is complete. 
6) Road/Bridge-Mr. Nowlan reported that updated plans for the new building will be presented later in the meeting. The American Rescue Plan funds being allocated to the County cannot be used for infrastructure and that we may need to contact our local Senators for assistance on using these funds. 
7) Building Compliance Sub-Committee-None

8) Finance-The monthly bills were presented for approval. A motion was made by Mrs. Bush with a second from Mr. Loane to approve the payment of the bills with all present voting aye, motion carried.  
Auditor Report

Ron Hilton from Meister, Hilton & Chitwood gave the yearly report of the audit.
Highway Report
Updated plans on the new building were presented which add about 200 feet to the current property line to accommodate an area for stockpiling supplies.  He is awaiting a decision from the City of Toulon as they are the owners of the land that involves the property line expansion.  A new concrete pad is being poured to accommodate the relocation of a storage shed. The staff has taken training on the Access database that is used for MFT funds.  The mowing contract has been awarded to M &M Lawn Care.  There has been a delay in fixing potholes in the county due to waiting on the patching mix from Henry County.  Repairs are being planned for County Highway 24.  On the advice of Peoria County, the planned installation of flashing lights was delayed as other options are being explored.  There have been complaints that an intersection known as Miller’s Corner was not properly marked.  Upon investigation, it appears that it is correctly marked. 
Finance Report

Treasurer Leezer gave the finance report with no major issues except for the County Clerk’s election judge budget.  It appears over budget, but this will level out since there is not another election planned for this year.  Tax bills have been mailed and payments are coming in, to date $762,000 plus has been received.

A motion was made by Mr. Nowlan with a second from Mrs. Bush to approve the appointment with all present voting aye, motion carried.
2) A resolution was presented to appoint John Leezer to the Farmland Review Board. A motion was made by Mr. Howes with a second from Mr. McMillen to approve the appointment with all present voting aye, motion carried.

3) A resolution was presented to appoint Phil Shaner to the Board of Review. A motion was made by Mr. Howes with a second from Mrs. Bush to approve the appointment with all present voting aye, motion carried.

4) A resolution was presented to issue a tax deed for property located in Lafayette. A motion was made by Mr. Howes with a second from Mr. Loane to approve the resolution with all present voting aye, motion carried.

At 7:36pm a motion was made by Mr. McMillen to adjourn the meeting with a second from Mrs. Bush with all present voting aye, meeting adjourned.
