
Stark County Board Meeting Minutes

August 11th, 2020
The Stark County Board met in the Courthouse for the August 11th Board Meeting at 6:30 pm. Chairman Curry called the meeting to order.  Roll call shows Howes, Nowlan, and Curry physically present, Eberle, Bush, and Shipp virtually present. Absent were Newton & Loane. Chairman Curry established that a quorum was present, and Mr. Nowlan led the Pledge of Allegiance.

A motion was made by Mr. Nowlan and seconded by Mr. Howes to approve the agenda with all present voting aye, motion carried.

There were no public comments.
A motion was made by Mr. Nowlan and seconded by Mrs. Bush to approve the July 14th, 2020 meeting minutes with 5 ayes and 1 abstaining, motion carried.  A motion was made by Mrs. Shipp and seconded by Mr. Nowlan to approve the July 28th special meeting minutes with 4 ayes and 2 abstaining, motion carried.

New Business

1) A resolution for a 911 addressing fee was tabled until next month.
2) A resolution was presented to surrender the tax sale certificate 201600042 due to payment being received.  A motion was made by Mr. Nowlan and seconded by Mr. Howes to approve the resolution with all present voting aye, motion carried.
Other Business

1) Stark County OEM Mat Schnepple addressed the board for approval to distribute CURES funds to employees that worked in their respective offices during the Pandemic shutdown.  After a lengthy discussion, a motion was made by Mrs. Shipp and seconded by Mr. Nowlan to approve a one-time hazard pay payment of $1550.00 with all present voting aye, motion carried.
2) Henry/Stark County OEM Mat Schnepple addressed the board requesting help to upgrade the intercom system thus improving security at the OEM offices using funds in the remaining CURES balance allocated to the County.  A motion was made by Mr. Howes with a second from Mr. Nowlan to allocate $12,000 from remaining CURE funds to assist with the upgrade.
At 7:53 pm a motion was made by Mrs. Bush to adjourn the meeting with a second from Mrs. Shipp with all present voting aye, meeting adjourned.
