
Stark County Board Meeting Minutes

January 10th, 2023
The Stark County Board met in the Courthouse for the January 10th Board Meeting at 6:30 pm. Roll call shows Howes, Schaffer, Loane, Wilson, Orwig, Nowlan, and Bush present. Absent was McMillen. A quorum was established, and Mr. Howes led the Pledge of Allegiance.
Mr. Nowlan made a motion to approve the agenda with a second from Mr. Loane with all present voting aye, motion carried.

There was no public comment. 
A motion was made by Mr. Loane to approve the minutes from the December 13th, board meeting and seconded by Mr. Nowlan with all present voting aye, motion carried.
Committee Reports

Judicial, Building and Grounds, and the Building Compliance Sub-committee were dissolved.

Finance-The monthly bills were presented for approval. After discussion a motion was made by Mr. Nowlan with a second from Mr. Orwig to approve the payment of the bills with all present voting aye, motion carried.

Highway Report
Meetings with the road commissioners took place for the MFT estimates, everything is on track for the bid-letting process. Truck four has several mechanical issues and may not be salvageable. The guys are working to make the bathroom at the highway facility usable again. A resolution and revised agreement to make the Highway Engineer a full-time position with a salary increase was presented for approval. After discussion, Mr. Nowlan made a motion to approve the agreement and resolution with a second from Mr. Howes with all present voting aye, motion carried. 
Finance Report

Due to December being 3 pay periods, all departments appeared over budget for their salary line item. There were no other issues.
Sheriff's Report

The new E911 communications center will have to be redesigned & re-bid due to an increase in the construction estimate and supplies. A new squad car will need to be purchased. ARPA funds will be used for this purchase. A K-9 dog is being given to the county free of charge. 
New Business

1) The annual noxious weed plan required by the Illinois Department of Agriculture was presented for approval. Mr. Nowlan made a motion to approve the plan, with a second from Mr. Loane with all present voting aye, motion carried.

III. Ron Wallace-Motion made by Mr. Howes to approve the appointment and seconded by Mr. Loane with all present voting aye, motion carried.

IV. Noah Forlines-Motion made by Mr. Wilson to approve the appointment and seconded by Mr. Orwig with all present voting aye, motion carried.

Chair Bush informed the board that beginning in March as a cost-saving measure board packets would be emailed to the county-issued iPads that have been provided to all board members rather than being mailed.
At 7:24 pm Mr. Nowlan made a motion to adjourn the meeting with a second from Mr. Loane with all present voting aye, meeting adjourned.
